• Pack: Modest clothing for temples, sun protection, comfortable shoes

• Wear quick-dry gear for kayak & sampan rides 

• Haggle politely at Hoi An night market—start at 50% of quoted price 

• Try Khmer iced coffee at Blue Pumpkin in Siem Reap
